Its hard to do 

normal rebellious teenage things when you have two parents who over¬ 

compensate for the mistakes they made when they were teenagers. 

“You hungry?” Miller asks. “Thirsty?” 

I pull away from the window and turn to look at him. “No. I kind 

of want to get high, though.” 

His eyes move swiftly from the road to me. He smiles a little. “I m 

sure you do.” 

“I’m serious,” I say, sitting up straighten “I’ve never tried it before, 

and I really want to get out of my head today. Do you have any weed?” 

“No,” he says. 

I sink back into my seat, disappointed. 

“But I know where you can get some.” 

Ten minutes later, he’s pulling up to the local movie theater. He tells 

me to wait in the truck. I almost tell him never mind, that it was just 

a random thought. But part of me is curious if it’ll help with the grief. 

I’ll try anything at this point. 

He walks into the theater, and less than a minute later, he’s w'alking 

out with a guy who looks a little older than us. Maybe in his twenties. 

I don’t recognize him. They walk to the guy’s car, and within fifteen 

seconds, cash and weed are exchanged. Just like that. It seems so easy 

yet fills me with a nervous energy. It’s not legal in Texas, and even if it 

were, Miller is only seventeen. 

Not to mention, he has a brand-new dashcam in this old truck. 

I’m positive the dashcam didn’t catch the transaction, but if he were to 
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be arrested right now, the police would search his truck and probably 

watch the video and hear that the drugs are for me. 

My knee is bouncing nervously when Miller climbs back into his 

truck. 

He drives to the side of the movie theater and faces the road so that 

we can see the entire parking lot. He pulls a baggie out of his pocket. 

There’s an already-rolled joint in it. 

The truck is so old it still has one of those built-in cigarette lighters. 

He pushes it in to heat up and then hands me the joint. I stare at it, 

unsure of what to do with it. I look at Miller expectantly. “You aren’t 

going to light it for me?” ~ ^ * 

He shakes his head. “I don’t smoke.” 

“But. . . you have a dealer.” 

Miller laughs. “His name is Steven. He’s my coworker, not a dealer.

Miller is finding this amusing. I can tell by the expression on his face. 

He scoots closer to me and watches the video with me. “You sure you 

want to get high? Your hands are shaking.” He takes the phone from me. 

“It would be rude to change my mind now. You already paid for it.” 

Miller continues holding the phone for us. When the video is over, 

I pull the lighter out of its socket and stare at it hesitantly. 

“Here. I can try.” 

I hand it to him, and he lights the joint as if he’s a pro. Kind of 

makes me question his initial claim. He inhales once, then blows the 

smoke away from me, out his open window. He hands it to me next, 

but when I attempt to inhale, I just end up coughing and sputtering 

through the whole thing. I’m not nearly as graceful as he was. 
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“If you don’t smoke weed, how come you did it so easily?”

“I didn’t,” he says. “You did. You called her my ex a minute ago, 

and I felt I needed to clarify that we got back together.” 
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I don’t even know why he’s telling me this. I tilt my head, narrow¬ 

ing my eyes. 'Do you think I’m into you? Is that why you keep inform¬ 

ing me of your relationship staths when we’re together?” 

Miller smiles. “You’re abrasive.” 

I laugh, turning away from him because I’m scared my laugh will 

result in tears.

I’m not certain because I’m staring out my window, but I think she 

cries the entire way home.

Two years, six months, and thirteen days. That’s exactly how long Clara 

and I can live off Chris’s life insurance policy if we continue to live like 

we’re living. His Social Security check won’t come close to what his 

actual paycheck was, which means decisions need to be made. Finances 

need to be reconfigured. Clara’s college fund may need to be decreased. 

I need to find a job. A career. 

Yet ... I can’t seem to get out of bed or off the couch to face any 

of it. I feel like with the more hours I can put between the accident and 

the current moment, the pain will get better. When the pain is better, 

maybe my lack of desire to tackle everything that needs to be done will 

lessen. 

I figure the quickest way to get from point A (grief) to point B (less 

grief) is to sleep my way through it. I think Clara feels the same way, 

because both of us spent most of the weekend sleeping. 

She’s barely spoken to me since the funeral. I took her phone as 

soon as I found out she’d gotten high. But I haven’t been in the mood 

for conversation lately, either, so I don’t push her. 

I don’t push her, but I do hug her. I don’t know if the hugs are more 

because I need them or because I’m worried about how she’s taking 
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everything. Tuesday will make a week since the wreck, and I have no 

idea if she’s going back to school tomorrow or if she still needs more 

time. I d give her more time if she needs it, but we haven’t discussed it 

yet. 

I peek into her room just to make sure she’s okay. I don’t know 

how to confront this kind of grief with her. We’ve never had to navigate 

something this awful. I feel lost without Chris. Without Jenny, even. 

They were always my go-tos when I needed to vent or needed reassur¬ 

ance about how I’m parenting Clara. 

My mother died a few years ago, but she’s the last person I’d want 

to get parenting advice from, anyway. I have friends, but none of them 
t ?/ 

have experienced this level of unexpected loss. I feel like I’m navigating 

waters that are uncharted by anyone I know. I plan on putting Clara 

in therapy, but maybe not for another month or so. I want to give her 

time to work out the most painful part of the grief before I force her 

into something I know she isn’t going to want to do. 

The house has never been so quiet. Not even the sound of the TV 

fills the background, because the damn cable is still broken. Chris took 

care of all the bills, so I’m not even sure what the name of our cable 

company is. I’ll figure it out eventually. 

I lower myself to the living room floor. It’s dark, and I attempt to 

meditate, but really all I’m doing is thinking of everything I can possibly 

think of that doesn’t involve a thought of Chris or Jenny, but it’s hard. 

Almost every memory I have includes one of them. 

They were both a part of every single milestone or event in my life. 

My entire pregnancy with Clara. Her birth. Our wedding, our anni¬ 

versaries, graduations, family holidays, birthday cookouts, movie dates, 

fishing and camping trips, Elijah’s birth. 

Every important moment of my life included the two of them. 

They were my whole world, and I was theirs. Which is why I refuse to 

give another thought as to why they might have been together. There’s 
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no way they would have betrayed me like that. Betrayed Clara like that. 

I would have known. 

I absolutely would have known. 

My thoughts are interrupted when the doorbell rings. 

I get a glimpse of Jonah’s car out the window as I m heading toward 

the front door. I don’t feel relieved to see him, because I d rather not 

have any visitors at all, but I also don’t feel the irritation I usually feel at 

the sight of him when I open the door. My sympathy for his situation 

overshadows my irritation. Of course, I’m devastated about Jenny and 

Chris, but I’m reasonable enough to know that this affects Jonah more 

than it affects me. He’s got an infant to raise. 

I at least had Chris, Jenny, and Chris’s parents to help with Clara.

I open the door, shocked by what I see. Jonah hasn’t shaved in a few 

days. He doesn’t even look like he’s showered. Or slept. He probably

We never got around to opening it because we had a bottle 

leftover. I unscrew the cork and pour myself a glass. 

The glass is almost empty when Jonah walks into the kitchen. 

His face has completely drained of color, and I know with that one 

look that this isn’t good. My biggest fear is probably about to come true, 

and even though I don’t want to know, I still can’t help but ask. 

I cover my mouth with a hesitant hand. “Where is it?” I whisper. 

His face conveys his words before they even come out of his mouth. 

“It’s parked at the Langford.” » 

My hand drops from my mouth, and I clench my stomach. I must 

look like I’m about to faint because Jonah takes the glass of wine from 

my hand and sets it carefully on the counter. 

“I called the hotel,” he continues. “They’ve been leaving voice mails 

on Chris’s phone. They said we can come get the keys and the stuff that 

was left in their room.”

“Why was her bag in there?”

Me: Why? 

Lexie: Kidding. I actually said yes. I'm shocked. He's so short. But 

he's kind of mean to me, so it makes up for all the many things 

he lacks. 

She’s the pickiest person I know when it comes to guys. I’m honestly 

very surprised she agreed to go out with him. Relieved, but surprised. 
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I start to type out a text to her when Jonah says, “Clara, please put 

your phone away.” 

My chest heaves at the sound of his voice. It makes my skin crawl. 

“I’ll put it away when I’m finished with my text.” 

I hear a couple of people gasp in the room, like I just cussed at him 

or something. I continue typing my response to Lexie. 

I need to ask administration if I can switch classes. There’s no way 

I can look at Jonah for the rest of the year. I don’t want to be in the

I’ve wanted to be with you for a while now, 

but I want our time together to be meaningful to us and not related to 

or in spite of anyone else.” 

“I know. I’m sorry. I feel terrible.”

The screen is back on the older version of Peter now. He’s staring 

down at his hands, twiddling his thumbs. He blows out a quick breath, 

bringing his eyes back to the camera. “She looked right at me and said, 

7 haven’t washed it yet. ’’ 

The screen now shows the teenage boy again. He’s staring at his 

mother in utter disbelief. He brings his hands to the sides of his head. 

“That’s when I realized ...,” Peter’s voice-over says. “I was left with 

only one option.” 

The camera follows the teenage boy as he stomps back into his 

house, back to his room, and back to his closet. His hands push apart 

the clothes in his closet until the camera is focused on a lone shirt, just 

hanging there, swaying front to back. 

“It was the only clean shirt I had.” 

The camera is back on older Peter. He presses his sweaty palms 

against his thighs and leans his head back against his old green chair. 

He stares up at the ceiling in thought. 

A voice from off set calls out to him. “Peter? Do you need a break?” 
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Peter leans forward, shaking his head. “No. No, I just want to get it 

over with.” He releases a puff of air, looking back at the camera. I did 

what I had to do,” he says with a shrug. 

The camera follows the teenage boy as he rips the shirt off the 

hanger. He yanks the dirty T-shirt he was wearing off and then angrily 

puts on the clean shirt he just removed from the closet. 

“I had to wear it.” Old Peter is staring at the camera now with a 

stoic expression. “I couldn’t go shirtless. It was the fifties.” He repeats 

himself in a whisper. “I had to wear it.” 

A question comes from off set. “What color was the shirt, Peter?” 

Peter shakes his head. The memory is too difficult. 

“Peter,” the off-camera voice urges. “What color was the shirt?” 

Peter blows out a frustrated breath. “Orange. It was orange, okay?” 

He looks away from the camera, ashamed. 

The screen fades to black. 

The next scene opens on a new character, professional in dress. She 

has long blonde hair, and she’s wearing a crisp white shirt. She’s straight¬ 

ening out her shirt when she looks at the camera. “We ready?” she asks. 

“Whenever you are,” the off-camera voice says. 

She nods. “Okay, then. I’ll just start?” She’s looking at someone 

else for direction. Then she looks at the screen. “My name is Dr. Esther 

Bloombilingtington. I am a chromophobia expert.” 

A voice off camera says, “Can you‘define that term?” 

Dr. Bloombilingtington nods. “Chromophobia is a persistent and 

irrational fear of color.” 

“What color, specifically?” the off-camera voice asks. 

“Chromophobia presents itself differently in every patient,” she 

says.

She brings the Kleenex to her eyes. “He just... he looked at her, 

shocked that she would even suggest orange as a color for the living 

room walls. As soon as she said it, he dropped all the little plastic color 

swatches on the floor, and he grasped at his heart and he just . . . he 

died!' 

Kaitlyn has a look of bewilderment on her face. “The last word he 

ever heard spoken aloud . . . was orange.” A sob breaks from her chest. 
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She shakes her head back and forth. “I’ll never be able to forgive my 

mother. Who suggests orange as a wall color? It’s the last thing he heard. 

The last thing.” 

The camera goes black immediately after her outburst. 

It opens on a flashback of young Peter, driving in an older blue 

truck. He’s wearing the orange shirt. His face is twisted and contorted 

with anger. 

“I wanted to wear the blue shirt but had no choice,” older Peter 

narrates. “I knew Mary preferred blue. She’d even said it to me the day I 

asked her out. I told her I liked her yellow dress, and she twirled around 

for me and said, ‘Isn’t it pretty?’! nodded, and then she said, 7 like your 

shirt, Peter. Blue looks good on you. ” 

The camera is focused on old Peter now, sitting in his green chair. 

His eyes are even more bloodshot than they were in the beginning. 

“When I showed up at the theater . . . she was standing out front. 

Alone. I parked the truck, turned it off, and I just watched her. She 

looked so pretty, standing there in her yellow dress.” 

The flashback shows young Peter, sitting in his truck, wearing his 

orange shirt while he watches a pretty girl waiting, alone, wearing a 

yellow dress. He winces. 

“I just couldn’t do it. I couldn’t let her see me like that.” 

Young Peter cranks his truck and begins pulling out of the park¬ 

ing lot. 

The camera switches to old Peter now, in his green chair. “ W/wtwas 

I supposed to doY’ He’s so angry he’s rising out of his seat, but he’s too 

old to come to a full stand. “I couldn’t just walk up to her in that shirt! 

Leaving was my only choice\” 

He falls back into his chair. He shakes his head, obviously regretting 

a choice that had a profound impact on the rest of his life. 

“Peter?” 

Peter looks up to the right of the camera, at whoever belongs to 

the off-set voice. 
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“Can you tell us what happened to Mary?” 

Peter winces, his eyes somehow finding a way to pull in even more 

wrinkles. 

“What happened to Mary, Peter?” 

Peter half stands again, angry, throwing an arm out. “She married 

Dan Stanley! That’s what happened!” He falls into his seat again, sadness 

consuming him. “They met that night ... at the theater. The night I 

was supposed to take her out in my blue shirt. They fell in love. Ended 

up having three kids and some goats. Or sheep. Heck, I can’t remember. 

They had a lot of ’em, though. I used to have to drive by their farm 

on my way to work every day, and them darne4 animals looked so . . . 

healthy. Like Dan Stanley took real good care of’em. jnst like he took 

good care of Mary, even though she was supposed to be mine? 

Peter reaches over to an end table next to his chair. He grabs a 

Kleenex. Blows his nose. “Now here I am.” He waves his hand around 

the room as if he has nothing to show from his life. “Alone.” He wipes 

his nose again, looking into the camera. It zooms in on his face. There’s 

a long, awkward pause. Then Peter says, “I don’t want to talk about this 

anymore. I’m done.” 

The screen goes black again. 

The next scene opens on Dr. Bloombilingtington, her eyebrows 

drawn together in concern. 

“What do you hope people gain from this documentary?” the off¬ 

set voice asks her. 

She looks into the camera. “WTat I hope for . . . the only thing I 

hope for . . . is that everyone watching this comes together in the ban¬ 

ning of this atrocious color. Not only does orange ruin lives, but the word 

doesn’t even rhyme with anything. People try to rhyme words with orange, 

but... there’s no perfect rhyme. There just isn’t? The camera zooms in on 

her face. Her voice is a serious whisper. “There never will be.” 

The screen goes black. 
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New words flash across the screen in every color but orange. They 

say, If you or someone you know has ever seen the color orange or 

spoken the word orange out loud, you could be a sufferer of chro¬ 

mophobia.

The screen goes black. 

The credits begin to roll, but there are only three of them, since me, 

Miller, and his gramps played every role.
